Sequence of events from 3/1/07 to 5/4/07 for Wanda Coles
Tenant at 2934 Ellicott Drive
1. From 3/1/07 until 5/2/07 Wanda did not notify owner of any problems.
2. Rushed owner to move in because she was losing her current housing. Wanda was informed repairs still had to be made, but in an attempt to get her in non-safety items were left to be completed

3. Paid security deposit of $700 on March 1, 2007 and $150 towards the $550 heating fuel that the owner had delivered to the property and she agreed to reimburse 
4. 3/22/07 paid $350 towards first months rent, promising to pay $850 every two weeks until balance was paid in full.
5. 3/29/07 Spoke with Wanda said she had mailed $850 to PO Box – Waived Late Fee.
6. 4/9/07 Tried contacting Wanda – cell phone was out of minutes  
7. 4/12/07 Tried contacting Wanda – cell phone was out of minutes

8. 4/16/07 tried contacting Wanda to inform her that a lead safety test was scheduled for 5/3/07 and she needed to pickup and straighten, so owner could prepare for the test, again cell phone had no minutes.

9. 4/17/07 Tried contacting Wanda – cell phone was out of minutes
10. 4/17/07 Owner went to property and spoke with the daughter who knew nothing and is not responsible for rent, but claimed her mother said if they can’t pay then they’ll just move out
11. 4/21/07 Hearing they may be moving out, the owner left notice in the door (attached)
12. 4/23/07 Tried contacting Wanda – cell phone was out of minutes

13. 4/27/07 Owner contacted by Louise Carwell from legal aid and notified of the court date and case number.

14. 4/29/07 the owner went to property to begin repairs, met with Wanda and she informed him of the following.
a. After owner had stopped by the property and spoken with her son on 4/9/07 and informed him he had not received and money, Wanda put a trace on the money order and they gave her a new money order to give to the owner. (witnessed statement attached)

b. Wanda claimed she held the money order to add to the money that she had plan to give owner on 4/19/07 (next pay period) but the owner never showed up to pickup the money and she didn’t know what to do, and this is why she went to rent escrow to pay the owner. (witnessed statement attached)
15. 4/29/07 owner gave Wanda $20 (twenty dollars) cash to get minutes on her cell phone so she could call and let the owner know what was going on and the problems being fixed. (witnessed transaction attached)

16. 4/30/07 Owner spoke with Wanda and was informed she was at the District Court with her receipt, waiting for her number to be called. She was getting her money out of escrow.
17. 5/2/07 the owner met with Mr. Lee at property to discuss problems, he marked the inspection WIP (work in progress). He suggested that Wanda write down all of her concerns and give them to the owner which, she did. (attached)

18. 5/2/07 Owner spoke with Wanda on porch after the inspector had left and set up a meeting at 4:00 pm on 5/2/07 to pickup March’s rent because she claimed she didn’t get paid until 2:00 pm. (witnessed statement attached)
19. 5/2/07 Called Wanda to confirm, no answer. Owner sent contractor to meet and pickup rent money, he arrived @ 3:00 pm waited until 4:30 pm he spoke with the daughter and was informed she was at work until that evening.
20. 5/2/07 5:00 pm Called Wanda, no answer.
21. 5/2/07 Company performing lead inspection, rescheduled for 5/7/07 attempt to contact Wanda to inform her, no answer
22. 5/3/07 Received notice from District Court stating Wanda rent escrow request, trial date,  the owner can only figure with  the address being completely nondescript was why it was not received sooner (envelope attached) 

23. 5/3/07 5:00 pm Called Wanda, no answer. Owner stopped by property at 3:30 pm in case Wanda had confused her days, nobody was home.

24. Compose notification that Wanda has violated her lease by keeping a dog on the premises, and any fines or damage done by the dog will be her responsibility per lease items #16

25. 5/4/07 Owner sent contractor to double check the backdoor would close and lock and all noted items had been fixed.
